Continuous Learning

Living and Working in the Community
The adult day vocational program at Perkins has grown to include 
a total of 23 men and women. They represent a combination of 
Perkins’s own residents and others who live with family in the 
surrounding community. Together, vocational program participants 
engage in meaningful work opportunities and companionship. 
Employment sites include Dunn & Co., the laundry at Perkins, 
The Polus Center for Social and Economic Development, and the 
Wachusett Chamber of Commerce. Our adults are content in their 
work and remain well-respected members of the community at 
large. The program is also highly regarded among families and 
colleagues, with the Department of Developmental Services 
recently commenting, “Perkins’s vocational program is the first 
choice of most parents when referring their sons and daughters.”

As the men and women at Davis Manor age, the activities they participate in are 
accomplished at a more relaxed pace. They enjoy a busy social calendar, with outings in 
2011 that included the theatre, sporting events, museums, beaches, parks, restaurants, 
shopping, and dances. Residents also engaged in a variety of culinary and craft projects, 
with gastronomically-pleasing results, including salsas, pasta sauces, candies, and jams. 

An especially gratifying joint venture with the Child Development Center connected 
our youngest and oldest constituents. Together with staff, the intergenerational group 
prepped and planted the annual Davis Manor vegetable garden learning at both ends 
of life’s continuum. We look forward to continuing this special collaboration. It provides 
benefits to both the youngest children and the elderly. It beautifully illustrates the Perkins 
commitment to lifelong learning – and takes it full circle.
